PROCEDURES RESPECTING APPROVAL OF

SUBDIVISION PLANS

The extent of processing and the time required for approval of a Subdivision Plan is relative to the complexity of the proposal.  The plan can vary from a simple lot boundary adjustment to a large subdivision involving lots, streets, easements, land for public purposes, etc.

1. The Subdivider, Developer or Agent (usually a surveyor) shall complete the application form and provide 4 copies of a Tentative Plan complete with an application fee of $100 to the Development Officer.

2. If the plan is very simple or straight forward, such as in the case of a boundary adjustment or consolidation of adjacent lots, the plan can be exempt of requiring tentative approval where no streets are being created, no land for public purposes, easements or variances are involved, approval may be granted by the Development Officer.

3. If the plan requires referral to Council because it involves streets, easements, land for public purposes or money in lieu of land for public purposes, it is forwarded to the Planning Advisory Committee (PAC) for recommendation to Council.  Any requests for variance will also be forwarded to PAC for public input from adjoining property owners.

4.
Plans and profiles of new streets, water lines, sanitary sewers or storm sewers must also be delivered to the Development Officer prior to PAC making a final recommendation to Council.

The PAC will consider the following matters as derived from powers set out under the following sections of the Community Planning Act:

The Tentative Subdivision Plan is forwarded to Council along with recommendation from PAC for consideration of:


(i)
Streets - to be vested (public and future)


(ii)
Land for Public Purposes or money in lieu thereof


(iii)
Easements required for utilities, walkways, and natural water-
courses


(iv)
Municipal services

7.
The Subdivider and/or his Agent is advised of Council's decision and if all requirements have been met, Tentative Approval may be granted by the Development Officer. 

8.
A period of six months from the time of granting approval of the Tentative Plan is provided for the developer to proceed with work to lay out and prepare the Subdivision Plan and Developer’s Subdivision Agreement (if required).

9.
The Final Subdivision Plan is forwarded to the PAC for recommendation to Council with respect to streets, land for public purposes or money in lieu thereof, easements, the required Municipal services and any further recommendation deemed appropriate by the PAC.

10.
The Subdivision Plan is forwarded to Council along with the PAC's recommendation.  The Council will review the Plan and take the following actions:


(i)
Ensure that the Developer’s Subdivision Agreement and Bonding documents as reviewed by the Town Solicitor are executed and deposited with the Town Manager prior to releasing the approved Subdivision Plan for registration.


(ii)
Give its assent to the Plan where streets or land for public purposes are involved or payment of money in lieu of thereof has been paid (by cash, money order or certified cheque).


(iii)
Approve the easements.

(iv)
Approve the required Municipal services.

(v) Ensure that the Department of the Environment has approved the plans and profiles for the installation of water lines, gate valves, hydrants, storm sewers, catch basins, manholes, etc.

(vi) Ensure that water assessments have been completed for the availability of potable water

11. The Development Officer may approve the subdivision as soon as all of the conditions as per (10) above have been satisfied.

12.
The Developer has 6 months from the date of stamping approval on the Subdivision Plan in which to register the plan.

THE APPLICANT MUST ALLOW AN ADEQUATE PERIOD OF TIME FOR THE CONSIDERATION OF BOTH THE PAC AND COUNCIL TO DEAL WITH THE REVIEW OF SUBDIVISION PLANS.  

The Planning Advisory Committee meets the first and third Monday of each month and Town Council meets the second and fourth Monday of each month. Telephone Polls cannot be conducted with land issues.  

All development within the Municipality is subject to Town By-laws, which are available upon request from the Town Office.
